EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
(U) common logistics operating environment (CLOE) POLICY. (U) (USALTA) The Assistant Secretary of the Army (Acquisition, Logistics and Technology) signed policy to implement the Common Logistics Operating Environment on 25 July 2003.  The policy requires TRADOC to consider the CLOE common data standards, specifications, and protocols for sensor-based, self-monitoring, self-reporting platforms and equipment when writing and updating operational capability documents for objective force units.  Program executives and managers are to use CLOE requirements when acquiring these critical information technologies.  He states that these measures will ensure that Army acquisition and sustainment communities can capture, share and re-use critical system information during program management and sustainment decision-making to increase mission readiness and weapon system availability, minimize the logistics footprint and reduce total lifecycle cost. The DCS G-4, as the Responsible Official for Sustainment, has the lead to coordinate and implement the CLOE.  The Logistics Transformation Agency (LTA) has been assigned as the Executive Agent for CLOE.    
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
